	The members of the MBPOA do not doubt the amount of time and money the town has spent in Mastic Beach.  We have, over the last three years, worked closely with many of you at the town:  with waste management, to clean up the garbage and construction debris dumped everywhere; and with code enforcement, on problem homes that resulted in over 7,000 violations being written in 3 years (up from the 216 written in 2006).  We turned in over 1,500 unregistered cars that got registered, got covered, or were removed.  We see the Highway Department dumping and grading fill on West and Riviera Drive, and grading it; mowing the sides of the roads; street sweeping and cleaning up the roads after storms; and patching holes and paving entire streets.  They cleaned up and paved Jefferson Drive. 





	We believe Highway Superintendent John Rouse when he says he spends $2 for every Mastic Beach tax $1 he gets.  We see the $1.5 million that highway spends down here.  We understand that a 5 square miles village takes a tremendous amount of labor to maintain properly.  We appreciate the street signs that are replaced, and the street lights that you have maintained and replaced.  We saw money finally being spent down here after years and years of neglect. We see and understand the work that the Town does in Mastic Beach, and speaking on behalf of the MBPOA, we appreciate all your good work and thank you.





	We face an uncertain future for Mastic Beach, but know that we all need to put aside our pettiness and soften the anger in our voices.  I challenge all concerned residents of the newly incorporated Village of Mastic Beach to take a pledge to enter into a different dialogue, one of courtesy and respect.
